When I first entered Guthi eight years ago, I knew no one. Even then, you all embraced me as mothers and fathers, sisters and
brothers, or simply as friends. After being a member and learning our language- Nepalbhasha, celebrating various festivals to
learn our culture and traditions, enjoving picnics and sports events, showing Newah movies and art exhibitions, organising
academic seminars and even the world Newah convention, [ have no clue when those eight vears passed.

There must be very less members with whom [ may not have ever spoken to. While inviting vou all to various Guthi events, yvou
shared vour happiness and grief with me, which used to make me forget that 1 have been living away from my own family and
my country. I cannot value more the experience I had whilst exchanging thoughts with all of you, listening to your personal
stories of struggles and dreams throughout those years. To be honest, [ have never received this much love and friendliness
anywhere else in London and I find myself very lucky for this.

Since then, there has been a lot of changes in Guthi and my own circumstances. However, what has remained unchanged in me
is the desire to do new things with which [ had come to Guthi. That I have not vet been able to bring the kind of change [ always
wanted to see in Guthi, has stayed with me as a deep wound. In order to realise that incomplete dream, I am having to come back
once again in the executive committee.

In the last eight years, all those festivals that we celebrated and the projects that were directly relevant to our cultural heritage,
was not for a single person to accomplish. They were all our achievements as a wider community. However, even after all the
successes, at the stage which UK's first Newah organisation 'Pasa Puchah Guthi UK, London’ is now, we increasingly feel the
urgency to address quite an important issue. In all our attempts to preserve the Newah culture, we are searching for a common
ground to embrace all of those who do not speak our language or do not know about our culture, - a stage where 1 myself was
some eight vears ago. To fulfil that very aim, we are continuously introducing new ideas and projects from our side.

Having seen the need for a youth leadership in Guthi, I decided to take up the challenge for this term's presidency. Since [ have
already been involved in the Guthi for two vears as a joint secretary and another two vears as a general secretary, [ am no new
face for almost all of you. Together, we have seen all types of successes and failures, and hence I find myself least influenced by
both. As I have been analysing the problems with Guthi by being both in and out of the executive committee, I have my plans to
bring most of the solutions that are needed. To fulfil which, we as a team expect vour continuous support.

Only feasting is not our sole objective. Our bigger dream is to bring a renaissance of Newah language, script and art in the UK.
In the name of culture of Nepal, Newah people have historically contributed what has no parallel in rest of the world. Whether
we are worthy of such a legacy is something for us to prove.
